Dearly Beloved, 
Man is indeed a funny creature. For some reasons, hard times are easily remembered than the good times. Perhaps bad experiences stir up stronger emotions than the good experiences. They tend to etch deeper into our memories. Nobody forgets the September 11, 2001 when the Twin Tow-er in New York was attacked by terrorists or December 26, 2004 when a massive earthquake in Aceh, Indonesia that triggered a monstrous tsunami. 

In the book of Deuteronomy, we read of the many times how the children of God, the Israelites remembered only the difficulties they experienced in the wilderness. They had com-pletely forgotten God’s goodness and promise. Since the day they left Egypt till they reached the land of Canaan, the Lord has displayed His mighty acts, His protection and providence in their midst. 

Instead of being indebted to Him, they have been whining and complaining for every trial that they faced. They looked back and recalled only the bad times but ignored the faithful-ness of God. They did not remember His awesome presence. The Israelites were a grumbling and ungrateful nation.

The Russian novelist and essayist Aleksander Solzhenitsyn said that giving thanks in everything is all about remem-bering, “I heard a number of older people offer this explan-ation for the great disasters that had befallen Russia: Men have forgotten God; that's why all this has happened”.

Moses says to the people, “Every commandment which I command you today you must be careful to observe, that you may live and multiply, and go in and possess the land of which the Lord swore to your fathers. And you shall remem-ber that the Lord your God led you all the way these forty years in the wilderness, to humble you and test you, to know what was in your heart, whether you would keep His com-mandments or not” (Deuteronomy 8:1-2). He is asking them that their entire life should be one of remembrance and thanksgiving. He is not telling them to dwell in the past but to benefit from it.

We remember our past so as to appreciate our present. Looking back to reflect on God’s past blessings encourages us to go forward boldly as we remember His goodness. Let us always be thankful to our Lord for His bountiful blessing.
