Dear Friends and Carmelites, 
Each step we take is a step of faith. It is obviously not blind faith or misplaced confidence. We can move forward because our faith is leaning firmly on our Lord Jesus Christ. As the hymn, “Turn your eyes upon Jesus. Look full into His wonder-ful face - and the thing things of earth will grow strangely dim. In the light of His glory and grace”.

But if you look at Christ, you’ll at rest’. Where are you looking? Are you focusing on the world and its danger? Are you gazing at yourself, hoping to find your own answer? Or are you looking to Jesus, the Author and finisher of our faith? (Hebrews 12:1-2)”, (ODB, 2005).
Since the day we begin our pilgrim journey, God has never promised us an easy road. But He did promise us of His Presence, “… and lo, I am with you always, even to the end of the age” (Matthew 28:20b). Days ahead are going to be full of challenges. There are the challenges of building up the Body of Christ; finding a permanent home for our church, and the evangelistic outreach to the progressively hardened world. These seem daunting. 

Let’s us be onward going in the grace and strengthen of our Lord Jesus. Whatever that comes our way, may we be comforted and encouraged that He is always there for us.
