Dearly beloved,

We’ve been encouraging ourselves to be Committed to Be Christlike. And we know that committing to Christlikeness isn’t merely by words only, but also by deeds.

In his recent devotional in Our Daily Bread (Feb 18, 2013), David McCasland relates the work of ecologist Mike Hands. For 2 decades, Mike has worked to help farmers in Central America adopt more effective methods of growing their crops. However, it’s difficult for the farmers to abandon their long tradition of an agricultural method known as “slash and burn,” even though they know it destroys the soil and pollutes the air.

So instead of just giving them lectures, Mike shows them a better way of cultivating. Speaking in a documentary Up in Smoke, Mike says, “It has to be demonstrated. You cannot preach it. You can’t describe it. People have got to be able to get their hands on it and see it.”

God does exactly that in the realm of our lives! When God teaches and urges us to learn and follow the example of Christ’s love, He Himself demonstrates what love is all about.

The apostle John was a follower of Jesus Christ for over 3 years. In the evening years of his life, and recalling his time with the Lord, John wrote, “We have all received one blessing after another. God grace is not limited….No one has ever seen God. But God, the one and only Son, is at the Father’s side. He has shown us what God is like” (Jn. 1:16-18 NIV). Recalling the work of the Lord Jesus Christ, His compassion on sinners, and eventually surrendering Himself to the will of the Father by dying on the cross for sinners, John said, “God loved the world so much that He gave His one and only Son….God did not send His Son into the world to judge the world. He sent His Son to save the world through Him” (Jn. 3:16-17 NIV). God doesn’t merely speak about His amazing love towards us, but also demonstrates it by sacrificing His only begotten Son, our Lord Jesus Christ.

When the apostle John grasped the power of the demonstra-tion of God’s amazing love, he desired to communicate this to Christ’s followers of his era. In his letter to urge the Christians to love one another, John exhorted, “What is love? It is not that we loved God. It is that He loved us and sent His Son to give His life to pay for our sins” (1 Jn. 4:10 NIV).

Dearly beloved, during the month of March, leading to Good Friday and Easter, may we witness, through the Scripture, God’s amazing love demonstrated.
