Dearly beloved,

When God, through the prophet Isaiah, foretold the coming of the Messiah, He had this to say of His ministry: “And He was numbered with the transgressors, and He bore the sin of ma-ny, and made intercession for the transgressors” (Isa. 53:12).

The Gospels record the seven words of Jesus when He was crucified on the cross. One of the words is recorded in Luke 23:34: “Then Jesus said, ‘Father, forgive them, for they do not know what they do.” For the soldiers who crucified Jesus, it would have meant an immediate judgment from God. But Jesus mediated by His prayer to God the Father, and pre-vented the execution of God’s judgment. God sent Jesus to reconcile the world to Himself, and Jesus fulfilled that ministry!

What impact does this have on our daily living? What must we learn from the Lord?

The words of Jesus in Luke 23:34 are inscribed on a wall of a church in Jakarta, Indonesia. Bill Crowder went there to teach a 2-night Bible conference, and was shown around the host church building by the pastor. It was impressive and beautiful. Then the pastor took him to the lower assembly hall. Behind the pulpit was a plain concrete wall on which hung a wooden cross. Below it were some words inscribed in Indonesian lan-guage. So Bill asked the pastor what was written, and the pastor replied by quoting Christ’s words in Luke 23:34.

Surprised, Bill asked the pastor if it was there for a particular reason. The pastor explained that several years earlier there had been a serious rioting in the city, and 21 churches were burned to the ground in one day. That wall was all that re-mained of their former facility—the first of the churches to be torched. The pastor then went on to say that the wall and the verse was there to serve as a reminder of the compassion of Christ which He showed on the cross. That became the church’s message to their city. Instead of revenge and bitter-ness, which would never be healing responses to the hatred and rage of a lost world, the message of Christ’s compassion is what’s needed to reconcile the lost world to God.

After being touched by the compassion of Christ on his way to Damascus to arrest Christ’s followers, the apostle Paul spent the rest of his life telling and showing Christ’s recon-ciling ministry. “Now all things are of God, who has reconciled us to Himself through Jesus Christ, and has given us the ministry of reconciliation” (2 Cor. 5:18). As much as it was for Paul and the church in Jakarta, it’s for all of us as well.
