Dearly beloved,

Patrick Henry was an attorney and politician, also a known orator in 1770s. He was regarded as one of the most influen-tial champions for independence and was remembered for "Give me liberty or give me death!" speech. Evidently, he placed a high value on freedom. 
I guess every one of us consider freedom as a very important aspect of our lives. We love the freedom to do things our ways without any interferences.  We despise being imposed by others or our freedom being encroached. It is quite unima-ginable what life will be if freedom is taken away from us.
Before my illness, I should say I prided myself to be rather independent. I enjoy the freedom of my movement and being accountable only to myself and, of course, to our Lord Jesus. But what a humbling experience it was during this period of time I realise that I needed God and others more than any-thing else to walk me through this journey. No one could live a life apart from God and others. 

Freedom is our personal right and we demand that we would not want anyone to tell us what to do. Man, since that fall of Adam and Eve, would not want to be controlled by others. In other word, we detest authority and being boxed in by rules and regulations. We sincerely believe that we are capable of running our own lives. Literally, we are telling others off, “Stop infringing into my rights”.
But do we envisage that freedom come with responsibilities and consequences? Wherever we go, do we realise that we are being bound by the laws of that particular place? 
God, in His indefinite wisdom, has demonstrated His amazing love by giving us the freedom to choose. Since the beginning of time, He has never burdened us or insisted that we follow after His way. But He did lay down His laws and precepts clearly to us, through the books of the Bible, from Genesis to Revelation. His Word is made plain, in black and white, that all of us stand condemned before Him and can only be justified by Him. We have only two choices. It is either the way of the world or the way of Jesus. We can either take the path to destruction or we can take the path to salvation.  
Freedom is a privilege that comes with responsibilities, inclu-ding the consequences. In our freedom to determine the way to go, let’s us be remember and be grateful that our God is ever loving and gracious, and not tyrannical.
