Dearly beloved,

Shortly after Christmas, while watching the news about the US Congress trying frantically to resolve the looming fiscal cliff, there was a flash clip of workers assembling a giant ball with lights. On New Year’s Eve in Times Squares, New York City, USA, thousands would be fighting traffic and subway crunch to stand in the wintry condition just to watch that huge lighted ball descending from a tall building. It takes only a few seconds and it’s over!
Why do people make such a fuss over such a short event? I concur with Dave Branon’s remark that the event “signals the end of an old era, and the beginning of a new one.” And he continues to say, “The old year’s problems and struggles be-come a dim memory when we think of getting a fresh start.”

The concept of getting a fresh start is indeed exciting. But it’s also daunting when we don’t know what the future holds. Can we truly have a fresh start though the future seems unclear?
In a devotional writing by Henry Bosch, I read of the remarka-ble lives of Charles Simeon, a British preacher, and Hudson Taylor, a missionary to China.
Charles Simeon exclaimed to the visitors gathering around his death bed, “Now if [Jehovah] made the world and all the rolling spheres of the universe, He certainly can take care of me. Into Jesus’ hands I can safely commit my spirit!”

In the closing months of his life, Hudson Taylor said to a friend, “I am so weak. I can’t read my Bible. I can’t even pray. I can only lie still in God’s arms like a little child and trust.”

What a remarkable trust of God these two have left for all of us! If they could look to the future “in the closing months of their lives,” we can indeed have a fresh start even though the future seems unclear, or even gloomy.

Beginning from today, and over the next two Lord’s Days, I will be preaching a series of 3 messages from the psalm pen-ned by Moses, God’s mighty servant who was “learned in all the wisdom of the Egyptians, and was mighty in words and deeds” (Acts 7:22). I’m beginning today with “Stay upon Je-hovah” (Ps. 90:1-6) to encourage us to put our trust in the Lord continually. The second message “Look to God for Wis-dom” (Ps. 90:7-12) is to equip us to move into the future. The series will conclude on a practical action with the preaching of “Walk with God through 2013” (Ps. 90: 13-17).
With God, we truly can start the year 2013 afresh.
