Dearly beloved,

We begin the year 2013 with a series of messages on Psalm 90, whose author was Moses. From verses 1 through 6, we studied on staying upon God, our dwelling place, amid life’s tumultuous times. Last Lord’s Day, our focus was on how to look to God for wisdom while staying upon Him amid stormy existence from verses 7 through 12. Today, we’re concluding the series with a call to walk with God through 2013 from verses 13 through 17. You may ask: Is it possible to walk with God on the earth? How then do we walk with God?
The name Job sounds familiar to all. We study this Old Testa-ment character at Sunday School and at Bible study sessions. We are taught that Job was an upright person that God was well pleased with (Job 1:1, 8). Through a challenge issued by Satan, Job suffered the loss of his wealth and family mem-bers, and was inflicted with a painful physical ailment. In all this, Job didn’t sin against God, and in the end God “blessed the latter days of Job more than his beginning” (42:12).
When I read Job, I’m amazed by the simplicity of its intro-duction: “There was a man in the land of Uz, whose name was Job; and that man was blameless and upright, and one who feared God and shunned evil” (1:1). God even uttered a similar praise of Job to Satan, “Have you considered My ser-vant Job, that there is none like him on the earth, a blameless and upright man, one who fears God and shuns evil?” (v.8). 
Job was described as “blameless (not sinless!) and upright,” characteristic of which was continuing to have utmost respect of God and turn away from evil. David Garland aptly com-ments, “These were the normal and consistent practices of [Job’s] life…that he had gained wisdom and sufficient motiva-tion to keep him from evil.” In other words, this was a des-cription that Job was walking with God on the earth.

Not only it’s possible to walk with God on the earth, but also during the most tumultuous times. Satan insinuated that Job’s utmost respect of God was due entirely to God’s blessing and protection (vv.9-11). With God’s permission, Satan struck Job with calamities (vv.13-21). Most wonderfully, it was recorded for our learning: “In all this Job did not sin nor charge God with wrong.” It was easy for us to conclude that Job was final-ly blessed more that it was before. But spare a thought of the days of hardships and pains, through no fault of his. Yet Job didn’t sin nor blame God for his woes.
Dearly beloved, the Bible shows us that it’s not only possible to walk with God on earth, but at our low points in life too.
