Dearly beloved,

People know that love can’t be forced upon. Hence, there has never been an enactment of law to love.

The Bible, however, has a lucid command to love one an-other. At the Last Supper before His crucifixion, Jesus said to His disciples, “A new commandment I give unto you, that you love one another, as I have loved you, that you also love one another” (Jn. 13:34). Jesus repeated this command a short while later when He said, “These things I command you, that you love one another” (15:17).

Being the Son of God, Jesus has a thorough understanding of the human nature. Leaving it on our own accord, we can never make ourselves to love others. Hence, He issued this new commandment!

One of the reasons, I guess, for not willing to love others is the cost that it may exert on the giver of love—rejection, hurt, pain and harm. But as one genuinely puts love into practice, counting the cost fades into oblivion.

Walter Knight, in his book Knight’s Treasury of Illustrations, relates a story told to the House of Commons in England by Prime Minister William Gladstone. In announcing the death of Princess Alice, Gladstone told how she became ill and died. The little daughter of the Princess was seriously ill with diph-theria. The Princess was warned by the doctors not to kiss her little daughter and endanger her life by breathing the child’s breath. Once when the child was struggling to breathe, the mother, forgetting herself entirely, took the little one into her arms to keep her from choking to death. Gasping and struggling for her life, the child said, “Mamma, kiss me!” With-out thinking for herself, the mother tenderly kissed her daugh-ter. She contracted diphtheria and some days thereafter she went to be forever with the Lord. “Real love forgets self. Real love knows no danger. Real love doesn’t count the cost,” Knight reflects.

When Jesus issued that command to love one another, He followed with the words “as I have loved you, that you also love one another.” Jesus is here giving His own example for His followers to emulate. Because “having loved His own who were in the world, He loved them to the end” (13:1), Jesus didn’t count the cost of bearing the rejection, shame and pain on the cruel cross.

We may still harbour some reservations with regard to loving one another, Jesus urges us to overcome them.
