Dearly beloved,

Submission is a big and scary word to many people. Many view this word negatively, which means, “I will lose my free-dom”, “I will lose my rights”, or “I will lose my identity”. Man is too self-centred that he wants to be in control. The thought of submitting oneself to another person is just untenable.

When I was diagnosed with a serious illness, my first reaction was, “What’s next?” Paul says, “And we know that all things work together for good to those who love God, to those who are the called according to His purpose” (Romans 8:28). My sovereign God knew everything. Surely He must have al-ready prepared this journey for me. He would equip and em-power to endure through. I could trust in His grace that is go-ing to be more than sufficient for me.

While going through the treatment, at times I found it tough going and wondered where the end was. I was just like an impatient child on a journey with his parents. Along the way, he would ask, “Are we there yet?” Deep in me I wish I could be spared this arduous journey. Within me, there was the constant tussle - intellectually accepting that God my hea-venly Father knew best, there was the unwillingness to give my all to Him. But at the end of the day, I had to let go and let God took over completely. It was sure futile and foolish to go against the will of the Lord.

Submission is never an easy lesson to learn. It is always the struggle between God’s will and man’s will. Man has always being rebellious.  Lucifer (Satan), son of the morning, “I will ascend above the heights of the clouds. I will be like the Most High” (Isaiah 14:14). In his arrogance and pride, Satan was reluctant to submit to God, rather he tried to exalt himself above God. Man wants independence and power. He has difficulties to submit to another authority.

Jesus, in the Garden of Gethsemane, agonised in prayer that His intimate relationship with God His Father that would soon be severed at the Cross. Though the separation was tem-poral, twice He prayed, “O Father, if this cup cannot pass away from Me unless I drink it, Your will be done” (Matthew 26:42). Jesus submitted Himself to go to the Cross so as to fulfil His Father’s will, His redemption plan for mankind.

It is not our nature to submit or to follow orders. We would always want to assert our rights, a desire to be the boss of our own lives. But to live earnestly in faith is a call to surren-der without reservation to Jesus as the Lord of our lives. Sub-mission is obedience to God’s will that His will be done and not about our will be done. God’s will, not mine be done.
