Dear friends and Carmelites,

During my stay in Singapore, the country and its neighbour Malaysia were engulfed by a thick smoke due to the forest fire in the neighbouring Indonesian island of Sumatra.
As I was speaking at a family church camp of Evangel BP Church, some 250 of us escaped the haze for 5 days be-cause we were up at AWANA Malaysia, a resort situated about 1,000 metres above sea level. It was clear and cool.
In one sermon, we touched upon the subject of the burdens of sin. Sins are like objects we hoarded in the past, and they bogged us down. Jokingly, I told the campers that if the Lord were to return at that moment, although we seemed to have a slight advantage of 1,000 metres, we might be bogged down by the extra weights. There must be disengagement!
Gail Blanke, in her book Throw Out Fifty Things, outlines four “Rules of Disengagement” to help people clear the clutter from their lives. The first rule states: “If it...weighs you down, clogs you up, or just plain makes you feel bad about yourself, throw it out, give it away, sell it, let it go, move on” (Quoted by Jennifer B Schuldt, ODB 27/7/2013).
Do we have anything that “weighs us down, clogs us up, or just plain makes us feel bad about ourselves”? Are there sins? Or guilt? Sometimes it appears in a seemingly harmless way likes ambitions and wealth. Yet they pull us down.

The Bible records an incident happened in the life of Joseph, son of Jacob, who later became the second most powerful person in the land of Egypt. Because of jealousy, the brothers conspired and sold Joseph into slavery. By God’s mercy and leading, after years of suffering, Joseph rose to the rank of the second most powerful man after Pharaoh in Egypt. Years later, because of famine in the land where they resided, the father sent the brothers to Egypt to purchase grains. It was then that Joseph revealed to and reconciled with his brothers.
Years later, when their father Jacob was taken home to be with the Lord, the brothers recalled their cruel act to Joseph and feared revenge (Genesis 50:15). So they sent a mess-age to him to beg for forgiveness (vv.16-17). The brothers carried the guilt despite Joseph’s previous merciful as-surances (45:4-15). So Joseph had to reassure them, “But as for you, you meant evil against me, but God meant it for good, in order...to save many people alive” (50:20).
Dear friends, don’t carry the burdens of sin. Humbly and sincerely bring them to Jesus and He will set you free.
