Dearly beloved,
Singapore and many parts of the world celebrate Father’s Day in June, which was about the time Adelisa and I arrived. Evangel Bible-Presbyterian Church invited me to preach a sermon on family at the Lord’s Day on 16 June.

As I pondered on a godly family, the leadership of Joshua came to mind. His address to the Israelites nearing the end of life’s journey has become a memory verse for many. “But as for me and my house, we will serve the LORD” (Jos. 24:15).

Joshua asked the Israelites to make a life’s choice—to serve the LORD or the gods of their ancestors, or the gods of the Amorites in whose land they dwelled. As for him, he made a covenant for himself and his family to serve God.

Joshua was able to speak on the family’s behalf because he was confident that the family would share his commitment. He knew his family well. He led them by his own example.

In his younger days, Joshua had determined to live a godly life. When the twelve spies returned from the land of Canaan, ten of them made a bad report and caused the people to lose heart and murmured against the LORD (Num. 13:31-14:4). Even going against popular opinions and risking his life, the young Joshua, together with Caleb, was willing to live a life in obedience to and pleased God (14:6-10).

The family had witnessed how Joshua lived his life at home. He exemplified a life characterised by fearing the LORD. In all his daily living, the family members could witness how he had an attitude of awe and filial reverence to God. That was re-flected in his life centring on serving God with total integrity and reliability. Joshua was absolutely faithful to God. He was then able to issue this call to the Israelites: “Now, therefore, fear the LORD, serve Him in sincerity and in truth” (Jos. 24: 14).

Dearly beloved, we yearn to have and to build a godly family. Joshua’s life not only provides valuable examples for fathers to emulate in leading the family, but also vital to every mem-ber of the family. The world, through the multi-media channel, is exerting many concepts that are contrary to and hence detrimental to building a godly family.

So to have and to build a godly family demands that every-one of us determine to have an utmost reverence to God and centre our lives in serving Him with integrity and reliability. May God help and guide each one of us.
