Dearly beloved,

“Godly” is one of the words prominent in the Christian vo-cabulary. It’s interesting to note of the words translated “god-ly” in the Scriptures. In the Old Testament, they appear only in the book of Psalms. And there are two Greek words which are translated “godly” in the New Testament.

In Psalm 4:3, King David said, “But know that the LORD has set apart for Himself him who is godly; the LORD will hear when I call to Him” (Read also Ps.12:1; 32:6). “Godly” depicts a person who is kind and good, and religiously devout.

The New Testament usage of “godly” comes from two Greek words. The first is derived from the word for God, and can be translated as God-ward or God-like. “For our boasting is this: the testimony of our conscience that we conducted ourselves in the world in simplicity and godly sincerity, not with fleshly wisdom but by the grace of God, and more abundantly to-ward you” (2 Cor. 1:12). The apostle Paul was defending his ministry in the church at Corinth, and he stressed that his mission team behaved with frankness and God-like purity. You can also read 2 Cor. 7:9-11; 11:2 and 1 Tim 1:4 to have a deeper understanding of the word.

Another usage is derived from the Greek word which has the idea of well-reverent. It’s akin to the Hebrew word in the OT, which means religiously devout. The writer of Hebrews ex-horted his readers to live a devout life on earth: “Therefore, since we are receiving a kingdom which cannot be shaken, let us have grace, by which we may serve God acceptably with reverence and godly fear” (Heb.12:28). Glean from 2 Tim. 3:12, Titus 2:12 if you want a further understanding.

Throughout the Scriptures, God’s children are urged to live godly lives. It’s all the more compelling as we understand that the Lord will return to judge the world. God is well pleased when we consciously live godly lives.

But how do we know that we’re living a godly life? Is there a formula or ritual to follow?

The Pharisees of Jesus’ times possessed and performed ma-ny rituals, but they were far from being “godly” in the Lord’s sight. Gleaning from the Scriptures, it’s a way of life that has a constant consciousness of being God-like or God-ward in every aspect of life. Such a way of life doesn’t come automa-tically but a lifelong cultivation of devoutness toward God.

May God help us to live a life with total devotion to Him.
