Be Separated from the World
  1 Peter 4:1-6

If you want to live a life separated from the world, you have to imitate Jesus and be accountable for your life.

1. To imitate Jesus (vv.1-2)

1.1 By following His way of life

1.2 By keeping focus on Jesus

2. To be accountable for your life (v.3-6) 
2.1 You are different from the world

2.2 You will face judgment day

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Dearly beloved, 
The apostle Paul told the Roman believers to live a life apart from the world, “I appeal to you therefore, brothers, by the mercies of God, to present your bodies as a living sacrifice, holy and acceptable to God, which is your spiritual worship. Do not be conformed to this world but be transformed by the renewal of your mind, that by testing, you may discern what is the will of God, what is good and acceptable and perfect” (Romans 12:1-2, ESV).

Likewise, the apostle Peter also urged the believers to live apart from the world. The believers ought to live a life diffe-rently and separately from the world. Surely we are living in this world, but we do not follow this world. The believers are no longer of the world; belong to the world; controlled by sin; bound by the worldly principles. We do not immerse our-selves in the world values or pursue after worldly pleasures. We desire to live and honour Him according to His standard. We always seek to worship and honour our God.
One writer makes it clearly that in the NT, separation and sanctification are two aspects of the same attitude of the be-liever in the Lord Jesus Christ. Separation indicates that he is set apart or separated from everything that is evil. Sanctifi-cation connotes being set apart to God and to all that is good.

As believers, we are being set apart from the world. We have been sanctified (made holy) by God and cleansed by the blood of Christ to live a holy and righteous life. We are sepa-rated from sinful activities of the world. We should no longer engage in any activities that will offend our Lord. We are being changed into the image of Christ. Our interests in the things of world grow less and less as we mature in grace and knowledge of Him.

The people of the world function and live apart from God. Satan is the ruler of this world, thus he is the controller of the worldly system. The world standard of moral and values is directly opposite of the standard of God. 

If believers speak and share distasteful jokes like the world; follow its lifestyle of clubbing and partying, pursue after the pleasure and success of the world, in what way are we sepa-rated from them? If we are supposedly to be in the world and not of the world, can the world see the difference in us?

May our Lord Jesus help each one of us to live daily for Him, differently from the world.
