Dear friends and Carmelites, 

Recently a world well-known TV-evangelist was in Singapore to preach and conduct a series of public meetings. I was told that at one of his meetings held in a hotel ballroom, he requested the audience to pay S$1,000 each if anyone wants to hear his ‘holy speech’ or seek healing. He will meet them in his private room. Sadly many left the place disappointed and disillusioned, particularly the physical disabled. Due to the lack of means, they were unable to receive ‘blessing’ and healing from him.

Is this the message of the Gospel of Jesus? He told His dis-ciples, “And as you go, preach, saying, ‘The kingdom of hea-ven is at hand.’ Heal the sick, cleanse the lepers, raise the dead, cast out demons. Freely you have received, freely give” (Matthew 10:7-8). God’s gift of salvation is not about what we can receive but what His Son Jesus has done for us. It is His love and grace that reach out to men who deserve nothing but condemnation. 

Jesus’ Word is plain and clear – it is given unreservedly to anyone who would come to Him for salvation. The truth of the Gospel is God’s free grace for healing and saving of man’s lost soul. He would not turn away any sincere seekers. Salva-tion is to trust Jesus as your Lord and Saviour of the world.

Jesus also made His Word simple that man has only two choices. You look to Him and believe indeed He is the Mes-siah or you deny His word and reject Him. When you look at the Cross of Calvary, you rejoice that Jesus sacrificed His life to give me life everlasting. Or you doubt Him as God and consider Him as another good teacher. 

Does man have any other options? In the Gospel of Matthew, Jesus told the multitude, “Enter by the narrow gate; for wide is the gate and broad is the way that leads to destruction, and there are many who go in by it. Because narrow is the gate and difficult is the way that leads to life, and there are few who find it” (Matthew 7:13-14).

There are only two gates for us to choose – either you choose the gate that leads to the Cross that brings hope and everlasting life in Jesus or the way of the world that leads to pleasure and eternal damnation. 

Friends and Carmelites, do not hesitate – time may not be on your side. Choose today the path you want to take and whom you want to serve.
