Dearly beloved, 

Our 14th Anniversary is at the end of this month. What’s going through your mind? As for me, I rejoice as I look back.
These fourteen years weren’t all smooth-sailing. As a matter of fact, there were many anxious moments—moments that, at times, burdened the heart. Through all this, the Lord shows us that He has never forsaken us. He comforted and support-ed us, enlightened us to learn from our mistakes, and res-tored healthy and joyous relationships.
There is an added joy this year. After 14 years, the Lord has provided us a property we can extend our ministries. Al-though the distant is bit far for some, especially those living north of the river; and though our finance will be stretched because of interest payment and loan repayment, keeping our eyes fixed on the Lord who has been our Helper all these years should cause us to be joyful rather than burdensome.

But the Philistines, on hearing that the Israelites were gather-ing at Mizpah, they prepared to attack (7:7). The frightened Israelites approached Samuel to call upon the LORD for help, and the LORD answered them by defeating the Philistines (vv. 9-11). “Then Samuel took a stone and set it up between Miz-pah and Shen, and called its name Ebenezer (meaning stone of help), saying, “Thus far the LORD has helped us” (v.12).
We can certainly echo this—thus far the Lord has helped us. Hence during the next two months when we will celebrate our Anniversary and holding our Annual Congregational Meeting, we will focus on the theme O Rejoice in the Lord. The Lord has done so much for us, shouldn’t we rejoice in the Lord?
Indeed we will. Even for me speaking at Kulai Bible-Presbyte-rian Church Anniversary today, Adelisa and I will rejoice with you in spirit.
