Dear friends and Carmelites,
Let me represent the church to warmly welcome friends to our 14th Anniversary Thanksgiving Service.

Although we encountered challenges and difficulties in the past 14 years, we all can echo with one voice that our Lord has led us through all these years as a spiritual family. Our hearts just burst out with thanks to the Lord that He added to the church those who were being saved (Acts 2:47).

The church has stepped into yet another new milestone by in-stalling her first Session in place of the Committee, and ac-quired a property at Forrestdale for the enhancement of the ministries. While we’re certainly exuberant with the progress, we realise that we’re in a transition of the church life—leaping from one year to the next. Transition in life, or the church life, is like an experience of white-water rafting, seen recently in the Avon Descent.

Writing an article in Our Daily Bread (1/7/2007), Joseph Stowell, the former President of Moody Bible Institute, related his first experience of riding through the white-water. While he was enjoying the start, his emotions were flooded with feelings of uncertainty, fear, and insecurity when he heard the roar of the rapids up ahead. He called that a first-rate, white-knuckle experience!

But then, Stowell wrote, it was over. The guide in the back of the raft had navigated them through. He was safe, at least, until the next set of rapids.

Joshua navigated through dramatic transition of his life and the history of Israel. Though the Lord had earlier anointed him to lead the Israelites into the Promised Land (Num. 27:18-23; Deut. 3:28), the death of Moses thrust him into the unknowns of leadership. The Lord had to urge him on with His words, “Moses My servant is dead. Now therefore, arise, go over this Jordan,…to the land which I am giving to them…as I was with Moses, so I will be with you. I will not leave you nor forsake you….Only be strong and very coura-geous, that you may observe to do according to all the law which Moses My servant commanded you” (Jos. 1:2-7).

In the days ahead, even when it seems to fill with uncertain-ties, let’s grasp the reality that the Lord is our Guide. It’s with this in mind that the pastoral team has set this year’s Anniversary theme: “O, Rejoice in the Lord.” 

If the Lord is our Guide, shouldn’t we rejoice in Him?
