Dearly beloved,
We know that our salvation is unconditional. It’s solely the grace of, the unmerited favour from, God, and not upon even a single merit we’ve earned along the way. That’s perfectly correct. However, we may have erroneously carried the con-cept a little too far when we think that it’s the same with God’s blessing. While God’s salvation is unconditional, His blessing is conditional.

It’s indeed tough to speak of God’s blessing when your life seems to be “walk[ing] through the valley of the shadow of death” (Ps. 23:4), and yet I’m confronted with a stark remind-er that the focus should be on God rather than His blessing. 

Dave Branon in Our Daily Bread (2/12/06) made this obser-vation: “I observe Christian couples who struggle to have ba-bies while others are blessed with children and then abuse them. I look at families whose children are all alive and well, while I go through life without one of mine. I see friends who long to serve God but can’t because of health issues. It’s then that I must go back to a basic truth. We are not the arbiters of fairness. God is, and He knows far more than we do about His plans and purposes. The question isn’t about fairness. In the end, it’s about trust in a faithful God who knows what He is doing.” He then concluded his observation, saying, “Life will never look fair. But when we trust God, we always know that He is faithful. If you feel that blessings pass you by, and for you, life seems a bit unfair, just remember, Christ was born to die, and in His great salvation you can share.” That’s blessing!

While we look beyond circumstances and focus on the faith-fulness of God, that doesn’t preclude us from our responsibili-ty for God to be pleased to bless us. President Abraham Lin-coln made this passionate speech to America in 1863: "We have been the recipients of the choicest bounties of heaven; we have been preserved these many years in peace and prosperity; we have grown in numbers, wealth, and power as no other nation has ever grown. But we have forgotten God. We have forgotten the gracious hand which preserved us in peace and multiplied and enriched and strengthened us, and we have vainly imagined, in the deceitfulness of our hearts, that all these blessings were produced by some superior wisdom and virtue of our own. Intoxicated with unbroken suc-cess, we have become too self-sufficient to feel the necessity of redeeming and preserving grace, too proud to pray to the God that made us." That’s our responsibility!

May we never forget, but always praise God for His blessings.
