Dearly beloved,

We all read about James’ poignant words about faith without works: “…faith by itself, if it does not have works, is dead” (Jas. 2:17). James then follows by a rhetorical argument, “But someone will say, ‘You have faith, and I have works.’ Show me your faith without your works, and I will show you my faith by my works” (v.18).

As it is with faith, so it is with our love for God. Our love for God by itself, if it does not have works, is dead! We have to show our love for God by our works. And one of the tangible ways to gauge is by our giving to the Lord.

Author Philip Yancey recounted an incident in the life of Gor-don Cosby, a pastor in a church in Washington, DC. There was a widow in Cosby’s congregation, whose income was barely adequate to feed and clothe her six children. Yet every week she faithfully placed $4 in the offering plate. A deacon suggested that Cosby approach her and assure her that she could use the money instead for her family’s benefit.

Cosby followed the deacon’s advice, Yancey wrote, to his re-gret. “You are trying to take away the last thing that gives me dignity and meaning,” the widow said. She had learned a key to giving: It can benefit the giver more than the receiver.

That’s the spirit! This widow emulated the spirit of giving of the biblical widow whom Jesus commended, “Truly I say to you that this poor widow has put in more than all; for all [the rich] out of their abundance have put in offerings for God, but she out of her poverty put in all the livelihood that she had” (Lk. 21:3-4). Yancey remarked, “In that woman’s act, Jesus saw a moving display of the proper attitude toward money.”

I like the saying, “It can benefit the giver more than the recei-ver.” But this shouldn’t be viewed as a bargaining with God, as some churches are propagating, unfortunately. Our giving shouldn’t be used as a means to ask God to return ten-fold so as to make us prosperous and successful in our endea-vours. This betrays the very essence and spirit of giving to the Lord —we live by and appreciate the grace of our Lord.

Do not for a moment think that these two widows don’t under-stand cold hard economics—once given, it’s gone. Every folk understands this! Why then do they do what they do? Dignity and meaning! They’re certainly not frivolous in their handling of money; neither do they like to live off people. Simply, they want to express their love for the Lord in a tangible way, and their confidence that God will take care of them. Shan’t we?
