Dearly beloved, 
Max Lucado wrote an interesting story in his book, “The Eye of the Storm”, “The bird owner has a small, beautiful bird that sings very well. One day he was cleaning the cage with a va-cuum cleaner, and accidently sucked the bird into the clean-er. He quickly shut the vacuum, opened up the trash to find the little bird still alive, he retrieved the shocked and dazed birdie from the bag. She was covered now with dust and dirt.

His instant response was to rush her to the bathroom and gave her a quick rinse. Then seeing that the bird was shivering badly, he reached for the hair dryer and blasted her warm air until she was dry. Finally, she was back in her cage.

A friend called a few days later and asked about the bird’s recovery. The pet owner reported, ‘Well, the bird doesn’t sing much anymore. She mostly just sits and stares.’”

Have we lost the joy of coming into the presence of God because of some ordeals on life? Trials in life should drive us even closer to the Lord and not away from Him. Trials make realise how much we needed Him. 

Or perhaps have we become complacent because we are comfortable and life has been good to us? We can be so contented with our lives that we forget God. We live like as though we do not need Him. By being presuming, we have taken lightly our fellowship with Him that we do not know how to relax and enjoy His presence. Maybe the busyness of life take priorities over our walk with the Lord that we neglect our daily devotion and communion with Him. 

When God created man, He intended man to have fellowship with Himself. The first question in the Westminster Shorter Catechism is “What is the chief end of man? The answer is ‘Man’s chief end is to glorify God and enjoy Him forever”. 

The Psalmist takes his relationship with the Lord seriously, asks, “Whom have I in heaven but You? And there is none upon earth that I desire besides You. My flesh and my heart fail; but God is the strength of my heart and my portion forever” (Psalm 73:25-26). He yearns for Him and is aware of the presence of God in his life. 

Do we find joy in the presence of God? We claim to know Him, then we must enjoy intimacy with Him. May our heart have a deep yearning for Him and His Presence.
