Dearly beloved, 
In this age of technology, we are able to access humongous volume of information. They are easily available through the internet. With a click of a button, we can download whatever subjects we want from the net.

It is also mind-boggling to process the vast amount of data while searching for the relevant information that you want. You have to be discerning, as there are many useless mater-ials too. After hours of trawling through a wide ocean of in-formation, you may find the right material you needed. You are relieved as well as glad when you have finally found it.

Like someone who is seeking for a true living God, once he found Him, was thrilled and excited. He experienced the joy of knowing Him and the wonder of a personal relationship with a holy and awesome God. A.W. Tozer wrote, “He is a person and can be known in increasing degree of intimacy as we prepare our hearts for the wonder of it.”

Jesus described this person in these two parables, “Again, the kingdom of heaven is like treasure hidden in a field, which a man found and hid; and for joy over it he goes and sells all that he has and buys that field. Again, the kingdom of heaven is like a merchant seeking beautiful pearls, who, when he had found one pearl of great price, went and sold all that he had and bought it” (Matthew 13:44-46). Once he found the trea-sure, he held dearly to it. It was his life.

Is there the joy of knowing Him because Jesus is so precious and He is everything to us? Perhaps as we grow older in our faith, we forget the joy and excitement of knowing our Lord Jesus Christ. We lost the wonder of how the Almighty God, who is compassionate and merciful, could suffer a horren-dous death at Calvary to save us from His wrath and our sin.

No longer do we enjoy the process of discovering God’s Word through our daily devotion because we have neglected it. We do not marvel how He answers prayers because we hardly commune with Him. We lose the desire to know Him better and deeper to enjoy His presence and intimacy. There are too many concerns of life that He is no longer the priority in our lives.  

We claim the Bible to be God’s truth and profess His Word to be His living Word. Do we really rejoice that we can know Him, not superficially but personally? Let us be earnest in our faith and truly find the joy of knowing Him more each day.
