Dear friends and Carmelites,

Recently I’ve been in touch with the Department of Com-merce with regard to our application for the change of name. Upon receiving our application, an officer called one day to enquire about the object of the church, and she put it this way: “What does the church exist for?” She thought that we were changing the object of the church.

Her question set me thinking, especially when we were pre-paring for our Annual Congregational Meeting soon. Truly, what does our church exist for? I read through the Constitu-tion to remind myself of the purpose of planting the church.

It says In Article 4 Mission Statement: “The Church is plant-ed to worship God in spirit and truth (John 4:24); declare the whole counsel of God through preaching and teaching (Acts 20:27); equip the saints for the work of ministry (Ephesians 4:12); go and make disciples of all nations (Matthew 28:19); provide help to the poor and needy (Galatians 6:10). This is a five-fold purpose of planting our church.

Dear friends, you might have asked, “Why does my Christian friend always want to share his or her faith to me, and pester me, at times, to come to the church to worship?” Now you have a glimpse of the answer. Your friends aren’t doing this for any gain, only obeying Jesus’ command to share the good news, especially to people who are dear to them.

Paul of Tarsus was once a persecutor of the followers of Je-sus Christ. On his way to Damascus to arrest Christians, the Lord Jesus Christ appeared to him. Paul’s life was touched. Instead of a persecutor, he became the preacher of the Gos-pel (good news). Paul revealed in his letter to the Christians in Rome, “I am a debtor both to Greeks and to barbarians, both to wise and to unwise. So, as much as is in me, I am ready to preach the gospel to you who are in Rome also” (Romans 1:14-15). Why did Paul see himself as a debtor with regard to the gospel of Jesus Christ? “For I am not ashamed of the gospel of Christ, for it is the power of God to salva-tion for everyone who believes, for the Jew first and also for the Greek” (v.16, emphasis mine). Today’s preacher, Pas-tor Calvin Loh, who comes from Singapore, is imbibing that spirit to share the good news of Jesus Christ to you.

Dear friends, we care for you. Your Christian friends care for you. It’s not exaggerating to say that we see ourselves as debtors to you as far as the gospel of Christ is concerned. So we pray that you ponder the gospel of Jesus Christ shared with you, and put your trust in Jesus Christ the Saviour.
