Dearly beloved,

We had our 14th ACM last Lord's Day. As your pastor, I asked God for His mercy and forgiveness. It was a sad reality, but it cannot become a norm. It was not God-honouring. It isn't what the Lord looks for in His church.

What then does the Lord look for in His church? Let's revisit the opening passage I read at the meeting: "Therefore if there is any consolation in Christ, if any comfort of love, if any fellowship of the Spirit, if any affection and mercy, fulfill my joy by being likeminded, having the same love, being of one accord, of one mind" (Phil. 2:1-2).

The 4 "ifs" in verse 1 are known as first-class conditions, which mean to say that the conditions are true. The "if" in this instance can be replaced with "since." Hence there is no doubt about the presence of the consolation in Christ, comfort of love, fellowship of the Spirit, and affection and mercy in the community of the Lord's people. With these established, the apostle Paul appealed to the brethren at the church of Phi-lippi to make his joy full by their oneness in the mindset and love for one another.

As the 4-fold condition is true and present in the church, it gives a strong conclusion that oneness of mindset and love is attainable. Paul then goes on to impart the secret of attaining: "Let nothing be done through selfish ambition or conceit, but in lowliness of mind let each esteem others better than him-self. Let each of you look out not only for his own interests, but also for the interests of others" (vv.3-4). 

Firstly, Paul warns that self-seeking for vainglory destroys the oneness. In place of these, he urges a spirit of humility which, while not belittling one's own giftedness, holds giftedness of others with high regard. No single person is gifted in all areas. Secondly, Paul warns that self-centredness hinders the pro-gress of attaining oneness. Instead of self-centredness, he advocates the cultivation of a caring spirit. The phrase "look out" is interesting. It has the idea of regarding as one's aim. Let's regard the wellbeing of others as our aim instead of constantly considering only our self-interests.

With the combination of the 4-fold condition God makes it present in our midst, and the continual effort of cultivating the spirit of humility and caring for others, oneness in the commu-nity of God's people is certainly attainable.

The apostle Paul urges all of us to focus on the Lord: "Let this mind be in you which was also in Christ Jesus" (v.5).
