Dearly beloved,

Years ago, when I read the epistle of 1 Peter, I couldn't un-derstand the transition from the first chapter to the second. 

In the first chapter, the apostle Peter is addressing the Jewish Christians who are dispersed as a result of persecution. He commends them of their faith despite being "grieved by va-rious trials" (1 Pet. 1:6). He urges them to focus on the "ge-nuineness of [their] faith" (v.7).

The apostle Peter concludes the first chapter with a call to the persecuted believers to "love one another fervently with a pure heart" (v.22). He bases his call on the sure fact that the believers "having been born again, not of corruptible seed but incorruptible, through the word of God which lives and abides forever" (v.23).

Then, to my surprise, Peter begins the next chapter, saying, "Therefore, laying aside all malice, all guile, hypocrisy, envy, and evil speaking, as newborn babes, desire the pure milk of the word, that you may grow thereby, if indeed you have tast-ed that the Lord is gracious" (2:1-2). Why does Peter abruptly tell his readers to lay aside all malice and desire the pure milk of God's Word? These believers are going through the great-est trial of their Christian lives, and are praised for their tena-cious faith in the Lord Jesus Christ. Why this admonition?

Thank God that these mind-boggling questions were answer-ed in one of the classes in Bible College. The lecturer ex-plained that when a person goes through an adverse situa-tion, especially when it isn't his fault, he may become very bit-ter. And the manifestation of that bitterness is all kinds of evil and deception, hypocrisy, jealousy and all kinds of slander. And he warned us that we must watch out for this.

While this may be the tendency, it certainly doesn't have to end up in this manner. The antidote is God's Word, which is pure and unadulterated. Hence, the apostle Peter urges the believers to yearn for the pure Word of God as a baby would desire milk. He continues to underscore that this will help them grow, and certainly grow out of that evil tendency. Peter is very confident this will achieve its desired result because he says, "Certainly [the believers] have tasted that the Lord is good!" (v.2, GW).

Dearly beloved, God's Word lives and abides forever, and is powerful to achieve its aim. So in whatever circumstances we are in, let's maintain a strong desire of God's Word.
