Dearly beloved,

What is Christian fellowship? The word for fellowship in the Greek is ‘koinonia’. It means communion, partnership or to-getherness. We are to be a partaker, a sharer or a partner whenever we are in fellowship. It involves commitment. Such is being practised in the early church, “And they devoted themselves to the apostle’s teaching and the fellowship, to the breaking of bread and the prayer… and all who believed were together and had all things in common. And they were selling their possessions and belongings and distributing the proceeds to all, as any had need” (Acts 2:42-45, ESV).

There was a spirit of love and care, a spirit of unity and har-mony among God’s people, regardless of their class or status. They were looking out for one another with sincere concern. They were selflessly in giving and caring for those who were in needs. In a fellowship, we have a same responsibility towards one another as a family of God. We learn to bear one another burden, whether is joy or in sorrow. We walk together with them through difficult times. 

I believe all of us love to have fellowship. We love such gat-hering whereby people of likeminded meet to share and en-courage one another. There is something common in us. Just as the saying goes, ‘Birds of the same feather flock together.”

As Christians, we are part of a certain fellowship because we are of the same status, the same fraternity, or living in same suburb? The apostle John says, “That which we have seen and heard we declare to you, that you also may have fellow-ship with us; and truly our fellowship is with the Father and with His Son Jesus Christ” (1 John 1:3, ESV). 
The basis of our fellowship is our salvation in the Lord and Saviour Jesus Christ. It is not our colour, class, intellectual, status, social, or economic that binds us in fellowship. We come together because we share a same faith and same Bible as a family in Christ with same destiny.

I love this description of fellowship by John Wesley, ‘I want the whole of Christ for my Saviour, the whole Bible for my Book, the whole Church for my fellowship, and the whole for my mission field.’

Let us strive for a closer fellowship with one another in Car-mel BPC. As we worship and serve together, let it be a time of building up and strengthening of our spiritual walk with our Lord. Let our fellowship grows sweeter as the day goes by.
