Dear Carmelites and friends,
According to the British Press Association report, a strange incident happened while a British submarine laid disabled on the ocean floor. After two days, the hope of raising the vessel was abandoned. The commanding officer realising that the prospect of being rescued was fading, he told the crew that they do have long to live. Outside aid was almost impossible because the search party was unable to locate the submarine position. He asked them to sing this hymn, “Abide with Me”. 

As the oxygen supply was slowly depleting, the crew were given each a sedative to quiet their nerves. One sailor was affected more quickly than the others, and he fell forward. He hit heftily against a piece of equipment that set in motion the submarine jammed surfacing mechanism. Slowly shel rose to the surface and the whole crew made it to the port safely.

There is no greater deliverance from death than God’s pro-vision for us of His only Son Jesus Christ. Today, many are trapped in the ocean of unbelief. They are gripped by sin and hopelessly lost without any hope. Unable to get out of this sea of sin, many would resort to any means and try to save themselves. Sadly, many are drowning in the abyss of sin. 

Only the grace of God can deliver you out of such desperate situation. Because of His love for you, He made a way for you to deliver you out of the everlasting damnation of death and hell. Jesus says, “I am the Way, the Truth and the Life. No one comes to the Father except through Me” (John 14:6).
By His sacrificial love, He sent His Son Jesus to die the most heinous death at Calvary. By the shedding of His blood, we have the forgiveness of sin. He washed us and made us clean. Through His death, there is our reconciliation with God.
The parable of Lazarus and the rich man in the Gospel of Luke 16 gives you a glimpse of what an afterlife is like. There is the existence of two destinations – heaven and hell. The truth is that everyone of us will have to face this reality one day. You may be contented with your life now or you may be enduring some difficult trials. Ultimately, you have to make a definite decision. 
Dear Carmelites and friends, would you pause and ponder over your life as where are you heading? Do not be like the rich man that was trapped in this sea of worldly pleasures and indulgences, and ended in the wrong place.
