Dear beloved
As children of God, are we aware of the tremendous privilege we enjoy? Such is the privilege of coming into His presence in prayer, with freedom and not with fear. Moreover, It is also an essential part of our relationship with our Lord Jesus.
The writer of Hebrews comfort us with these words, “For we do not have a High Priest who cannot sympathise with our weaknesses, but was in all points tempted as we are, yet without sin. Let us therefore come boldly to the throne of grace, that we may obtain mercy and find grace to help in time of need” (Hebrews 4:15-16). 
We may feel intimidated entering into His presence, who is an awesome and holy God we are worshipping. The writer encourages us to approach our God with courage, confi-dence and comfort. He is always there for us, as Jesus is. Our High Priest understands our needs.

Most of us would agree that we ought to pray. We may talk frequently about praying and stress the importance of it. Yet how seriously do we put in effort and time to pray? Or, are we crisis ‘prayers’, that only in desperate times do we earnestly seek God in prayer?
Paul E. Billheimer says, “Satan does not care how many peo-ple read about prayer if only he can keep them from praying.”

Praying awakens us to the realisation of how dependent we are on God. We certainly need Him. It makes us aware of sin-fulness and helplessness. Often we are distracted by the many pulls of life that we neglect the privilege of praying. Spending time with our Lord is no longer a priority. 
Praying is our expression of love and desire to deepen our relationship with our Lord Jesus. It is the time spent learning to enjoy His intimacy.  It is not the mere uttering of words and seeking to have our needs met. Also coming into His pre-sence is the abandoning of our pride and surrendering our-selves to Him. However, before Him our hope is lifted and our supplication is made. There is the assurance that He is our gracious and merciful God that hears all our prayers.

How deep our relationship with Jesus is reflected in our pray-er life. I urge brethren to devote themselves to spend time with our Lord in prayer and enjoy His fellowship.
