Dear beloved  
The word ‘giving’ is a very sensitive word. Whenever some-one mentions it, many of us would have the perception that it is referring to monetary term. We forget that there are many ways of giving like offering our time to serve God and others. Giving is a sacrifice. Giving is being thoughtful of others and less of self.
Someone has described “selflessness as a principle or prac-tice of concern for the welfare of others”. Like Jesus Himself, He loves and cares for others. This is a heart of humility that upholds others rather than self.
When Jesus says, “… but whoever desires to become great among you, let him be your servant. And whoever desires to be first among you, let him be your slave. Just as the Son of Man did not come to be served, but to serve, and to give His life a ransom for many” (Matthew 20:26-28). It is by self-giving and serving others that one become great. 

Jesus has set the example for us to follow. He came and gave His all, including His own life, to us. He puts it succinctly that if anyone who desires to be His disciples, He expects them to do likewise. Life does not evolve around ourselves but embraces others.
Sadly, we have to admit that we are living in a very egoistic and proud society. We have bred a self-centred generation. Most of the time, many of us maybe unconsciously pushing and promoting ourselves. The sense of self-importance has become so out of proportion that we may have little regards for others. Perhaps we may even despise those that are the lesser and the humble. Many are so full of self because they are so consumed with self-righteousness, self-promotion, self -glory, and pride.
Some have the mentality of ‘I first, others second’. We expect to be served rather than to serve, we crave to receive rather than to give. Others have this mind-set of what have I to gain if I give or serve.  Often we give out of our spare change and serve because we have nothing better to do. We also have in mind that it must be beneficial to us. 
A healthy relationship is built around others. It is in serving that we are lifted up and in giving that we received. We are called to deny ourselves and to esteem others. May we grow more each day to be like Christ that we learn how to think of others and regards them as worthy as ourselves.
