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Pastoral Chat
"I have loved you,” says the Lord, “Yet you say, ‘In what way have You loved us?’" (Malachi 1:2). 
A young child usually uses his naïve and childish criteria to measure his parents' love for him. For example, if the father rejected his request of buying him a new mobile phone, he may think that his father does not love him anymore; or if the mother disciplined him for bullying his younger brother, he may think his mother loves his younger brother more.

However, when a father rejects his son’s request, does it mean that he really did not love him? Or if the mother disciplines her son, does it indicate that she loves him less? In fact, we all know the answer.

Likewise, God treats us in the same manner. As our Heavenly Father, His love for us is beyond doubt. However, sometimes we too behave like children and question the love of the Lord. This is because we have already predetermined in our hearts how God is supposed to love us. When we do that, we behave just like the Jews who lived in the time of the prophet Malachi.

At that time, the Jews also had their own understanding of God’s love. They thought that if God truly loved them, then He would not allow any disasters in their lives. Furthermore, He would continue to bless them regardless of what they did in their lives.
But in the end, what they actually experienced went against their expectations. God did not bless them in the way that they thought but allowed them to go through difficult trials, including a severe drought. It was probably because of this reason that they eventually lost their faith in Him.
To some extent, the Jews’ expectation of God was not wrong. After all, does not every parent love to give his best to his children? And our heavenly Father loves us more than our earthly parents. The Lord Jesus once said: "If you then, being evil, know how to give good gifts to your children, how much more will your Father who is in heaven give good things to those who ask Him?"(Matthew 7:11 ).
However, we must remember what the Lord has said. “For as the heavens are higher than the earth, So are My ways higher than your ways, And My thoughts than your thoughts" (Isaiah 15:9). In other words, man’s understanding of what is good may not always be necessarily good because his wisdom and experience is limited. He does not have the ability to see ahead like God. As a result, sometimes we are not prepared for what God has given to us in His wisdom and goodness.
One example is the Lord's discipline. No one wants to be disciplined by God, but it is necessary for us because we are often like sheep that goes astray. The psalmist himself says, "Before I was afflicted, I went astray, but now I keep your word ... it is good for me that I have been afflicted that I may learn your statutes" (Psalm 119:67-71).

Since this is the case, I pray that you will continue to trust God in the face of trials and difficulties in life. Do not doubt the love of God regardless of what you are now going through. Man’s love will change but God’s love for you remains the same, yesterday, today and forever.
