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Pastoral Chat                 FINDING LASTING HAPPINESS
Dearly beloved, Lunar New Year arrives in five days' time, so let me take this op-portunity to wish all of you a Blessed Lunar New Year.
Celebrating New Year usually gives people a sense of happiness. It's good to put away the woes and enjoy the festive season. However, it would have been so much better if that happiness could go on.
Recently I read an article in Chinese Today (Vol 617), written by an experienced psychiatrist, Dr. Caiyun Wu. She has been practising psychiatry for over 50 years. She writes about her reflection on depression and suicide. Dr Wu begins her article with an observation that depression and suicide have nothing to do with poverty because there are more such cases happening in the affluent society. As a psy-chiatrist, she had been baffled by the phenomena, until she came to know the Lord Jesus and started to read the Bible. "Then I begin to have some understanding," she expressed, "and found the new hope in unravelling this mystery."
Happiness and depression are emotional responses. Dr Wu cited a study by three top US psychologists. They concluded that wealth, education and youthfulness are not as helpful to gain happiness than religious beliefs, kindred and friendship.
Many in this field of study trace the state of depression to hardship and suffering. This state of being, in many instances, unfortunately, isn't something within one's control. What we can do about is our emotional response. That's within our ability and responsibility.
Since we realise that hardships and sufferings, in many instances, are circum-stances beyond our control, and since we acknowledge that emotional responses, like happiness and depression, to circumstances are our responsibility, does God have words for us that we can find lasting happiness?
Our perception of hardships and sufferings is fundamental to experience happiness from the Lord. Let's learn from the apostle Paul. He was afflicted by a debilitating illness which he described as "a thorn in the flesh" (2 Cor. 12:7). He pleaded with the Lord for that to be removed (v.8), but the Lord's answer to him was: "My grace is sufficient for you, for My strength is made perfect in weakness" (v.9). With that, Paul gained a new perspective for his suffering that he expressed, "Therefore I take pleasure in infirmities, in reproaches, in needs, in persecutions, in distresses, for Christ's sake. For when I am weak, then I am strong" (v.10).
At times, the Lord will alleviate our hardships and sufferings. But on some occa-sions, in His infinite wisdom and will, the Lord allows sufferings to abide with us. In all these circumstances, the apostle Peter encourages us to cast all our care upon the Lord for He cares for us (1 Pet. 5:7). Instead of taking those hardships upon our shoulder, let's bring them to the Lord who cares very much for our wellbeing.
Finally, lasting happiness doesn't come through the absence of hardships, but through the moulding and maturity of our character, as said in the Bible, "tribulation produces perseverance; and perseverance, character, and character, hope...[that] does not disappoint" (Rom. 5:3-5).—Pastor Peter
