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Pastoral Chat                 LIKE ANY OTHER DAY!
For those who are celebrating the Lunar New Year, we've been wishing one ano-ther a Happy New Year. We're enjoying this special festive season.

The dawning of a new year, however, reminds us that we are one year nearer to Christ's Return. We don' know when Christ will return. And we're forbidden to spe-culate the timing of His return (Acts 1:7). But the passing of every year brings us closer to the Lord's imminent return. It's with this in mind that we ought to live con-sciously of Christ's Return. How is the Day of Christ's Return look like?

On Boxing Day, 26 December 2004, an undersea earthquake measured 9.0 on the Richter scale struck near the Aceh province of Indonesia. Several hours later, a massive tsunami hit the coastal region, causing deaths of about 170,000 people. And the massive waves travelled to many countries, including Thailand, India, Sri Lanka and even Kenya in Africa. The total deaths as a result of that widespread tsunami were estimated to be 230,000.

What strikes me most from the reports is that the fateful day began like any other day. Residents woke up after the Christmas Day to go about their routine work. Even after the earthquake, people were unaware of the devastating tsunami co-ming their way. In just a few hours, the whole region was totally inundated by walls of waves. Totally unexpected!

How is the Day of Christ's Return look like? Jesus said, "But as the days of Noah were, so also will the coming of Son of Man be" (Matt. 24:37). He then went on to explain, "For as in the days before the flood, they were eating and drinking, marry-ing and giving in marriage, until the day that Noah entered the ark, and did not know until the flood came and took them all away, so also will the coming of the Son of Man be" (vv.38-39). The days before God sent the global flood, people were going about doing their daily chores--eating and drinking, and weddings. When the Lord returns, it'll be similar. People will also be engaged in routine affairs, not at all conscious of or concern for the imminent return. Jesus warned that such people will be taken by total surprise.

The Lord's purpose in highlighting the surprise element is not for us to put off our daily work and wait idly for that Day. He gave illustrations to underscore the ordina-riness of that Day--two men will be in the field and two women will be grinding at the mill (vv.40-41). The modern equivalent would be people at work, or in schools, or at homes. What then is the Lord's purpose for emphasising the sudden nature of His return? His purpose is to urge His disciples and us to be ever watchful and live consciously of His imminent return. "Therefore you also be ready, for the Son of Man is coming at an hour when you do not expect Him" (v.44).

We needn't have to put off joyous festive seasons. We thank God for the joy. But in enjoying festive seasons, and any other day, let's go about our daily lives with the mindset that the Lord will return anytime. What a joy then to welcome Him on this ordinary day!—Pastor Peter
