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Pastoral Chat                 OUR UNIQUE PRIVILEGE
Preacher Lawrence and I had a telephone conversation on the eve of Lunar New Year. He told me that it was by God’s mercy that he was able to fly out of Chicago, USA, just before the New Year. Many flights were either cancelled or delayed due to the unprecedented snowstorms hitting many parts of the US. He pleaded with the Airline, and they were kind to switch him to another flight.

While cold snaps hit the northern hemisphere, the southern hemisphere is going through an equally unprecedented hot spells, and Australia is in its path. Bushfires in many states had authorities worried. The usually warm Singapore, however, is affected by the dry cold stream coming from China. While the weather is cooler, it’s unusually dry, with no rain in January. It’s worrying for authorities.

The topics of global warming and drastic climate changes brought the conversation with my siblings to the Second Coming of our Lord. Indeed, it’s something to awa-ken us to the imminent return of our Lord. While this jolts us from our seeming slumber, it shouldn’t be our focus. The Lord Jesus foretold His coming in one of His discourses in Matthew chapters 24 and 25. He said, “And you will hear of wars and rumours of wars. See that you are not troubled, for all these things must come to pass, but the end is not yet….And there will be famines, pestilences, and earth-quakes in various places. All these are the beginning of sorrows” (24:6-8; em-phases mine). The Lord doesn’t want us to be troubled by these phenomena!

If the Lord doesn’t want us to be troubled by spending too much attention on the is-sues of global warming and wars, what then does He want us to focus on with re-ference to His Return?

Instead of focusing undue attention on natural disasters and wars, the Lord urges us to persevere. “And because lawlessness will abound, the love of many will grow cold. But he who endures to the end shall be saved” (vv.12-13). Witnessing these events shouldn’t cause our love for Jesus and one another to grow cold, but conti-nue to draw strength from the Lord to persevere till He comes.

When we mention the concept of endurance (or perseverance), we tend to think it to be passive. But the Lord doesn’t want our endurance to be passive, as if doing nothing. He went on to urge us, “And this gospel of the kingdom will be preached in all the world as a witness to all the nations, and then the end will come” (v.14).

When a lecturer in the Bible College expounded on this verse and told us that God had given us, His children, a unique privilege to co-work with Him in the Second Coming of our Lord, I was overawed and excited. Natural phenomena and wars are but indications to alert us, but the preaching of the gospel of Christ’s Return is one sure sign to signal the dawn of that great event. And you and I are given that uni-que privilege! How this works is a mystery to God, but He wants all of us to “[look] for and [hasten] the coming of the day of God” (2 Pet. 3:12).

Are we excited with this unique privilege? If we are, then live our daily lives with this great event constantly in our minds.—Pastor Peter
