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Pastoral Chat                 WAITING IS HARD
In our society whereby everyone seems to be in a hurry, we find it hard to be patient. We want to get things done quick and fast. We do not like to wait. So much so that we do not seem to have time for others, much less for matters concerning our spiritual life. 

David R. says, “Waiting is hard. We wait in grocery lines, in traffic, in the doctor’s office. We twiddle our thumbs, stifle our yawns, and fret inwardly in frustration’ (ODB, January 2014). To be patient we need to wait. Patience thus is a virtue that many of us lack. 

The Scripture is abounded with verses exhorting us the virtue of patience.  We ought to cultivate this attitude of patience. Fretting will get us nowhere but dilly-dally will only add to our frustrations. At the same time, we may miss the blessings of God and the precious lesson He is teaching us.

Considering the theme for this month, “Living Consciously of Christ’s Return”, we ought to ask ourselves, “Are we patiently waiting and looking forward to His coming again?” Perhaps, some of us are not even conscious of the reality of Christ in our lives. We may live each day as though there is no end. We may not be taking the Word of God seriously.

Jesus, in the parable of the “Ten Virgins” gives a stern warning to us concerning the heart attitude of His people. There are two groups of people - the wise virgins and the foolish virgins. Matthew Henry describes these people as “sincere Christians who are wise virgins and the hypocrites as the foolish ones. Those are truly wise or foolish that are so in the affairs of their souls. Many have a lamp of profession in their hands, but have not, in their hearts, sound knowledge and settled resolution, which are needed to carry them through the services and trials of the present state. Their hearts are not stored with holy dispositions, by the new-creating Spirit of God.”

As His people, we are to honour Him by living consciously in Him. With patience, we wait upon Him for His coming. We live for Christ and not for ourselves.  We keep ourselves “awake” because we are definite of His return or we are in “slumber” because we are not bothered about His coming.

The world may indulge in merrymaking and money-making. Many live a godless life only for the pleasures of life. Living is for today as like there is no tomorrow. They live for themselves. They do not believe that there is the second coming of Christ. These people believe in annihilation. Life ceases and all things come to end when they die. They are not too concern about life after death, Christ’s coming and His judgment. 

Let us live with patience and preparedness. Jesus exhorts us to “watch therefore, for you know neither they day nor the hour in which the Son of Man is coming” (Matthew 25:13). We live like He is coming at this very moment with readiness to see Him face to face. May we live with expectation of the certainty of Jesus’ coming again. __________________________________________________________________________________________________________________________________
