Pastoral Chat           IN REMEMBRANCE OF THE LORD
And [Jesus] took bread, gave thanks and broke it, and gave it to [the disciples], saying, “This is My body which is given for you; do this in remembrance of Me” (Luke 22:19)
The Lord Jesus spoke these words when he instituted the Lord’s Supper. He knows our tendency to forget; hence he adds: “do this in remembrance of Me.”
Everyone forgets at one time or another, according to Karen Bolla, a researcher at John Hopkins University. I came across this humorous story of a preacher’s lapses in memory told by Tony Nester. While on vacation in the Pocono mountains of Pennsylvania, a preacher visited a church. It was a hot summer day and folks were uncomfortable and perspiring in a non-air-conditioned sanctuary. The church’s preacher noticed his audience wasn’t paying too much attention to his sermon. To get their attention, he worked into his sermon these words: “The best years of my life have been spent in the arms of another man’s wife.”
Sure he captured their attention! The congregation let out a gasp and came to im-mediate attention. Then the preacher added, “It was my mother.” The congregation tittered al little and paid a bit more attention throughout the entire sermon.

The preacher who heard this while on vacation filed it away for later use. The next summer on when he noticed his own congregation seemed to be inattentive to his preaching, he decided to use what he had learned from the preacher last summer. So he said in a booming voice: “The best years of my life have been spent in the arms of another man’s wife.” Sure enough, he had their attention, every one of them! But the problem was his memory failed him at that moment. He couldn’t remember what came next. All he could think to say was, “…and…for the life of me, I can’t remember her name!”

Momentary lapses in memory can be funny, but the loss of memory is devastating. We witness this with sadness when our elderly folks suffer Dementia. Jesus is cer-tainly concerned about our memory of Him. The loss of memory for our Lord can lead to dire consequences of our spiritual walk. The history of the Israelites serves as a warning to us (Read Isaiah 51:12f). Hence the Lord, in caring for us, issued this command: “Do this in remembrance of Me.”
Remembering God isn’t restricted only to the observance of the Lord’s Supper. It goes much further. Not only do we keep in memory what the Lord has done for us by dying on the cross, but also of who He is. In the months leading to the Good Friday and Easter, we want you to have cherished memories of God in many ways—His providential care, His goodness, His deliverance, His guidance, His mercy and so forth.
Let’s echo with the psalmist King David who reminded himself: “Bless the LORD, O my soul; and all that is within me, bless His holy name! Bless the LORD, O my soul, and forget not all His benefits” (Ps. 103:1-2).—Pastor Peter
