Whenever I go to a foreign place, I would look for a local map. It will be my companion and guide to get me where I want to go. I may miss a place then I will ask the local for direction. This is because I know I need some guidance in a new place. It is pointless wandering around when there is help available to me.
We need guidance and direction to navigate through life. When we are the crossroads of our life, decisions have to be made. The inevitable leaps from one season of our life to next can be daunting – college to university, then to working life, singlehood to marriage then to parenthood, a strong and healthy body to a weakling and sickly body, career to retrenchment or retirement. They are streak with uncertainty and insecurity. We need guidance as such will have tremendous impact in our lives
When God called the Israelites out of slavery in Egypt, they were faced with the greatest challenge of their life. Though life was sickening in Egypt but going into the unknown was even more frightening. They had to trust their God-appointed leader, Moses to lead and guide them. With the hope of a better life in the Promised Land, they went forth.
‘And the Lord said: “I have surely seen the oppression of My people who are in Egypt, and have heard their cry because of their taskmasters, for I know their sorrows. So I have come down to deliver them out of the hand of the Egyptians, and to bring them up from that land to a good and large land, to a land flowing with milk and honey, to the place of the Canaanites…  ’, (Exodus 3:7-8).

The basis of the Israelites was hope in God’s unfailing guidance. By His saving power, He promised to deliver them out the land of pains and sorrows. His presence would be with them throughout their journey out of Egypt to the wilderness into the Promised Land.
