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Pastoral Chat             In His mercy, God saved us

Yesterday can bring back to us fond memories of our past. They were sweet memories of comfort, wonder, and the joy of blessings that were showered upon our life.  We recall God’s faithfulness and His gift of eternal life in His Son, Jesus Christ. We remember His mercy, the wonderful promise of peace and rest in Him as well as the assurance of His steadfast love and mercy. “The steadfast love of the Lord never ceases, His mercies never come to an end” (Lamentation 3:22).

Yesterday can also bring back haunting memories of our past. Some people find it difficult to move on because of their past. Sadly, they are gripped and nagged by the past as they cannot put it behind them.  The sense of guilt lies deep in their heart that there is no peace and rest within. They are unable to let go or forgive themselves which impede them in life. 
Memories are hard to delete, especially the unpleasant ones. The guilt of sins is like an invisible chain that imprisons us. This chain keeps us back that we cannot progress but makes us stagnant and ineffective. But God, in His mercy, has assured us of the forgiveness of our sin. He is a forgiving God who cleanses us of our past by shedding the precious blood of His Son Jesus Christ on the Cross. His blood covers all our sins and makes us whole again. 

However, within our hearts, there is always yearning for mercy and forgiveness. There is a deep hunger for something to fill the void within us. Augustine of Hippo, who in his desperation to find fulfilment in life, indulged in excessive pleasures of the world, false religions, and etc, says “Our hearts are restless, until we find rest in you”. Our many attempts to find the rest is futile till our hearts find rest in God Himself. 

Let’s come to Jesus and find in Him forgiveness and rest. May you come to Him and trust fully in His promise of salvation.
