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Pastoral Chat                         NO GREATER LOVE

“Greater love has no one than this, than to lay down one’s life for his friends. You are my friends if you do whatever I command you” (John 15:13-14)

The above were part of the parting words by the Lord Jesus to His disciples. In it, He issued a new commandment for them to love one another. And these words have to be understood with the preceding verse when the Lord Jesus said, "This is my commandment, that you love one another as I have loved you" (v.12). 

When Jesus commanded the disciples to love one another, He set them a bench-mark, and that benchmark was the extent of His love for them. How much did He loved the disciples and His children today? Jesus loved them to the extent that He laid down His own life for His friends--those who do whatever He commands. Hence, it's little wonder for Jesus to express "greater love has no one than this."

For my finite mind, I couldn't fathom the extent of the Lord's love. The Second Per-son of the Trinity, equal to God the Father in all His essence, could humble Himself to become like you and me. More than that, because of our sins, Jesus willingly obeyed the will of the Father, and suffered the excruciating death on the cross. No greater love am I able to find in this world.

Not only did Jesus express that matchless love for us, God the Father did that as well. "For God so loved the world that He gave His only begotten Son, that who-ever believes in Him should not perish but have everlasting life" (Jn. 3:16).

A story is told in Sunday School Times of a preaching on John 3:16. Peter Mac-kenzie, a Methodist preacher of a generation ago, living in England, preached an early sermon from John 3:16. Gypsy Smith tells us that the preacher, after announ-cing the text, said, "There are two striking things in my text: When God loves, He loves a world. When He gives, He gives His Son." Such is the boundless love of the eternal Father of mankind.

In another short story in Ministers' Research Service, a woman, attending one of Dr. Walter Wilson's meetings, waited after the service for spiritual help. When Dr. Wilson asked her if she could quote any Bible passage, she replied that she had once learned John 3:16 in Sunday School. She recited, "For God so loved the world that He gave His only forgotten Son, that whosoever believeth in Him should not perish but have everlasting life." Noticing that she had said "forgotten" for "be-gotten," Dr. Wilson said, "Do you know why God forgot His Son?" She answered, "No, I don't." And he said, "It was because he wanted to remember you." Then Dr. Wilson led her to a saving knowledge of Christ as Saviour.

"God forgot His Son because He wanted to remember us." What a sobering thought! We know that God would neither forget His Son nor forsake Him. But be-cause of His love for mankind, God was willing to part with the Son, in a way to forget Him, and sent Him to be with us and to be the Lamb of God to take away the sin of the world.

As we approach the Passion Week, let's take time to remember God, to remember His matchless love for each one of us.—Pastor Peter
