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Pastoral Chat            FOR GOSPEL’S SAKE 
“For if I preach the gospel, I have nothing to boast of, for necessity is laid upon me; yes, woe is me if I do not preach the gospel!” (1 Corinthians 9:16).

These words of the apostle Paul are the reflection of the depth of his heart. His whole life is so consumed by his beliefs. He senses the terrible threat of God’s wrath if he fails to preach the gospel. He understands his awesome responsibility to bring the message of good news to the dying world.

He would do almost anything and become all things to all people. He does this because of the gospel so that he may win as many as possible and share the joy and blessings of the gospel. ‘Now this I do for the gospel’s sake, that I may be partaker of it with you’ (1 Corinthians 9:23). 

Nothing is more worthy than fighting for the cause of the gospel of Christ. He has no consideration of his past achievement or gains but prods on faithfully with singleness of heart and action. With his mind on Christ, he looks ahead and says, ‘I press toward the goal for the prize of the upward call of God in Christ Jesus’ (Philippians 3:14).
If you watch any of the TV reality shows, you would notice how some participants would do anything to win the prize offered. For the sake of winning, they are prepared to go to the extreme. They would push themselves to the limit and beyond; compete in torturous running; subject themselves to eating weird foods like maggots and scorpions. They would sabotage one another and betray friendship. They may form alliance with an ulterior motive. Their goal is ‘by hook or by crook, I must get that prize’.

With their eye fixed on the prize, they would forsake everything to win the coveted prize. You see their commitment and determination. There is no turning back but onward going. Their attitude and action are commendable though we may not agree to their means of achieving the end. 

Are we as focused and determined as these reality shows participants? Are we prepared to let go of our everything for the sake of the Gospel? They get out of their comfort zone to participate in the show. They are goal-driven people that no obstacle is too big to overcome. They face the challenge with great enthusiasm and grit. 

For the sake of the gospel, Paul remained focused and steadfast on the Lord In the midst of adversity. He did not let his undesirable situation to deter him or prevent him from sharing the Gospel of Christ. He was under house arrest as a criminal and chained to a guard, day and night. Though his freedom was curtailed, he was free to have visitors. Yet he was able to rejoice and influence the life of the guards. To Paul, his imprisonment was an opportunity to share the Gospel with the people that came his way. His daily life in living for Jesus was drawing many to Christ. He walked the talk of his faith. Paul’s life is a gospel-driven life.
Are we willing to go where He leads and get out of our comfort zone to serve the Christ? It is readiness to give up our freedom for the sake of the gospel. As Jesus laid down His life for us, may we also give our life to Him for the gospel’s sake. – Pr Lawrence Chan
