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Pastoral Chat             Giving your life to Christ 
Leonard Griffith in his book, ‘This is Living’, shared this conversation between a young man and W. E. Gladstone, the Prime Minister of England. 
The young man said, “Mr. Gladstone, I would appreciate your giving me a few minutes in which I might lay before you my plans for the future. I would like to study law.” “Yes,” said the great statesman, “and what then?” “Then, sir, I would like to gain entrance to the Bar of England.” “Yes, young man, and what then?” “Then, sir, I hope to have a place in Parliament, in the House of Lords.” “Yes, young man, what then?” pressed Gladstone. “Then I hope to do great things for Britain.” “Yes, young man, and what then?” “Then, sir, I hope to retire and take life easy.” “Yes, young man, and what then?” he tenaciously asked.  “Well, then, Mr. Gladstone, I suppose I will die.” “Yes, young man, and what then?” The young man hesitated and then said, “I never thought any further than that, sir.” Looking at the young man sternly and steadily, Gladstone said, “Young man, you are a fool. Go home and think life through!” 
What are we living for in life?  Your response to this question will determine the direction and goal in life. Many young people may not give much thought as to what they are living for. Some may drift through life with a ‘happy go lucky’ attitude. Others may be ambitious with high aims. Most of them would live for themselves, a self-centred life.
Many dream to be successful in life. In whatever they seek to do, they are strongly motivated to make their mark in life and find a place in society. Like the young man in the story, most are concerned as how they should plan the future to fulfil their heart desire and establish his career. There is little consideration of what lies beyond after death or the uncertainty and vulnerability of life. Many are too engrossed in pursuing their dreams. They are focused to achieve their goal.
Is life all about how and what we can attain? Or is there life after our passing? Consider what the apostle Paul says, ‘To me to live is Christ and to die is gain’ (Philippians 1:21). That is the motto of his life. It is the knowledge of truth, which is the Gospel of Christ Jesus that ingrained deeply into his heart. He deems it a privilege to know personally the Person Jesus, the Son of God, who is his Lord and Saviour. He is the joy of his salvation and the satisfaction of life. 
What he treasures most in life is not the fame, status or wealth he had gained but that he has the gift of eternal life.  Worldly things are no longer attractions to him. He looks beyond his present life. The writer of James gives a clear warning, “whereas you do not know what will happen tomorrow. For what is your life? It is even a vapour that appears for a little time and then vanishes away” (James 4:14). 
Beloved readers, what are you living for in life? Are you investing your life in worldly things that soon fade away or seeking after things that are valuable? Without a purpose, you will be swept along with the current of the world. And with wrong purpose, you will be heading the wrong way. 
We pursue zealously after our dreams. Our focus perhaps is to be at the top of the corporate ladder. As the elderly statesman’s advice to the young man, ”Go home and think life through.” Life is more than the material gains of the world. What you decide now will be where you are going and how you live your life, whether it is for Christ or for self. – Pr Lawrence Chan
