 Hold the Fort!

“Behold, I am coming quickly! Hold fast what you have, that no one may take your crown.” (Revelation 3:11)
As a conclusion to His message, the Lord issued the above call to the church in Philadelphia (Rev. 3:7-13).

The church in Philadelphia was one of only two churches that had commendations without any reprimand. The Lord said, “I know your works. See, I have set before you an open door, and no one can shut it; for you have a little strength, have kept My word, and have not denied My name” (v.8).

Apparently, although the church in Philadelphia was of little power or influence, it continued to hold fast to the Lord’s teachings and His name in times of crisis. Their crisis was probably forced by the Jews (v.9). However, these opposing Jews would be ultimately humiliated, and the Lord would make them come and worship before the feet of the church in Philadelphia, and to know that the Lord have loved them (v.9). And in times of crisis, instead of giving up in despair, the Philadelphians kept the Lord’s command to persevere, the Lord promised to keep them from the hour of the severe global tribulation (v.10).
Before the Lord’s promised final victory, the message to the church is to endure. “Hold fast what you have, that no one may take your crown” (v.11). Interestingly, there was a similar message to the church in Smyrna, the other church who re-ceived commendation without any reprimand. “Be faithful until death, and I will give you the crown of life” (2:10). How many churches today are prepared to endure? How many churches are willing to hold the fort? I wonder…
One day at a Sunday school meeting which Philip Bliss attended, an incident in the American Civil War was mentioned. General Corse was put in charge of the Altoma Pass, which was besieged by the enemy under General Hood. Gen Corse refused Gen Hood’s summon to surrender. Despite the hopeless situation and many casualties, the defenders remained faithful.

At that moment, an officer caught sight of a white signal flag far away across the valley, some twenty miles away. The message from Gen Sherman was “Hold the fort, for I am coming.” Immediately cheers went up, and the defenders held the fort for three hours until the relief arrived.

Upon hearing this incident, the hymn “Hold the Fort” was born in Philip’s mind:


Ho, my comrades, see the signal waving in the sky!


Reinforcements now appearing, victory is nigh.


“Hold the fort, for I am coming,” Jesus signals still,


Wave the answer back to heaven, “By thy grace we will.”
Dearly beloved, in our quest to learn to lose self and gain Christ, we must learn to cultivate the attitude of perseverance. By God’s grace we will persevere for gos-pel’s sake.—Pastor Peter
