Pastoral 
             Christ’s Humility
“By this we know love, because He laid down His life for us. And we also ought to lay down our lives for the brethren” (1 John 3:16).

The apostle John simple command to the brethren, ‘as Jesus has given everything to us, likewise, we do the same to our brethren.’ Jesus, who is the King of Kings and Lord of Lords, forsook all rights and privileges to come and serve man. By sacrificing His life for us, He is our example of humility and servanthood. 

In his book, ‘A Call to Excellence’, Gary Inrig shared this story concerning a godly and influential man of God, D.L .Moody.  “In the late 1800s, a group of European pastors came to D.L. Moody’s Northfield Bible Conference in Massachusetts. Following the customs of the time, they left their shoes outside their room to be cleaned by dormitory staff overnight.

When Moody saw these shoes and knew their custom, he mentioned the need to some ministerial students. But he was met with silence and pious excuses. Moody decided to gather up all the shoes and brought them to his room. He cleaned and shined them himself. Only an unexpected visit of a friend to his room revealed what he had done. His friend shared this with a few people. Amazingly during the rest of the conference, different people volunteered to polish the shoes in secret.”

Many would shun from doing such a lowly task. Moreover, we would like to be acknowledged and recognised for our work. We want to be remembered for what we have done. Instead, a great man like Moody humbled himself to do something we often take for granted. Although he was man of status and reputation, he brought himself down to serve others. 

In our relationships with one another, we need a heart of humility to serve others.  Christ came and lived selflessly for us. We ought to have the same attitude of mind and heart like Christ Jesus, “who, although being essentially one with God and in the form of God [possessing the fullness of the attributes which make God God], did not think this equality with God was a thing to be eagerly grasped or retained” But stripped Himself [of all privileges and rightful dignity], so as to assume the guise of a servant (slave), in that He became like men and was born a human being”. (Amplified Bible).
In our living for Christ, we do not seek to be served and exalt ourselves. Unlike the world, we should have a Christlike attitude towards one another. The apostle Paul urged the brethren in Philippi church to ‘have this mind among yourselves, which is yours in Christ Jesus’ (Philippians 2:5, ESV).

Jesus made Himself nothing by taking the very nature of a slave, showed how we should serve and live in Him. If we are going to grow and serve the Lord in harmony, we need to be likeminded in Christ. May we strive together that Jesus’ Name be lifted and not us. – Pr Lawrence Chan
