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Pastoral 
             The Word of Life
“For Ezra had set his heart to study the Law of the Lord, and to do it and to teach his statutes and rules in Israel” (Ezra 7:10).
Ezra was a godly young man who had just returned to Jerusalem from exile in Babylon. There was a dire need for spiritual reformation of the people and renewal of fellowship with the Lord. Knowing his priorities, he purposed in his heart to study and apply God’s Word in his life as well as to impart his knowledge to his people. 
God has neither forgotten His people nor His promise to them as His chosen people. His Word has always been crucial to the nation of Israel. His people will only progress and prosper under the guidance of God. As His children, they ought to take His Word seriously and live their life according to His commandment. 
The apostle Paul, in his exhortation to the believers in Philippi, reminded them of the importance of God’s Word in their life. His Word is like our life’s compass. We should embrace and use it to ensure that we are heading in the right direction. When we treasure God’s Word as the true living Word, we would hold fast to it as the Word of life. When we are living in Christ, we would live a life such that is under the influence of God’s Word. 
What is something in life that we hold dearly to our heart? A recent survey about Smartphone – 8 out of 10 Singaporeans said that they cannot leave home without their Smartphone. Modern gadgets like smart phones and tablets have changed the life of the people, the way they work and communicate with others. These are very helpful gadgets but they interrupt our family life, increase our stress level, and get in the way of our relationships.
If we cherish the things of the earth, then our heart is not in heaven. If we have time to watch TV, read newspaper every day and for our family, but do not have time to read God’s Word, we love the world more that God’s Word. 

A former Franciscan priest, Brennan Manning made this observation, “The greatest single cause of atheism in the world today is Christians: who acknowledge Jesus with their lips, walk out the door, and deny Him by their lifestyle. That is what an unbelieving world simply finds unbelievable.” 
Many may have the knowledge of the truth. But often their lives show otherwise. They may have memorised the Scripture. Sadly, their lives remain unaffected by the Word of life. Are we giving lip service to God’s Word?
James warns us that if we are only hearers and not doers of God’s Word, then we are actually deceiving ourselves, (James 1:22). Let us take heed and hold fast to the Word of life. – Pr Lawrence Chan
