Role Models
“And you became followers of us and of the Lord,...so that you became examples to all in Macedonia and Achaia who believe” (1 Thess. 1:6-7)
Someone once said, "We're all role models, either positively or negatively, no mat-ter what station in life we occupy. It's one of the things we attain simply by being human beings in a community of other human beings." What an apt saying!
All of us, children and adults alike, grow up having one or more role models. Some look up to sporting stars like Tiger Woods or Ronaldo; some pick Presidents or Prime Ministers, or famous surgeons and musicians, as their role models. Others set successful business leaders like Warren Buffett or Steve Jobs.

Unfortunately, instead of casting a positive shadow, some of these role models leave behind a negative legacy--infidelity, drug abuse, greed or wanton living.

As followers of Christ, do we have our role models? Thank God that we have. And they left behind positive legacy that we cherish and emulate! The apostle Paul is one of them.

Acts 17:1-10 records that Paul and his team preached Christ to the Jews in Thes-salonica. But some Jews became envious and gathered evil men to create an up-roar in the city, and attacked the house of Jason (v.5). In view of the danger, the believers sent Paul and Silas away by night to Berea (v.10). Though Paul was in that city for about a month, he left behind a positive legacy.

In his letter to the Thessalonians, Paul recalled his missions in their city: "For our gospel did not come to you in word only, but also in power, and the Holy Spirit and in much assurance , as you know what kind of men we were among you for your sake. And you became followers of us and of the Lord" (1 Thess. 1:5-6a). Paul was able to relate to the manner of life he and his team lived while bringing the gospel to them. Not only did Paul and his companions preach the gospel, but became role models for the Thessalonians to imitate. We could say that they not only talk the walk, but also walk the talk!

Amazingly, the positive legacy produced a tremendous impact and legacy. The apostle Paul had this to say about the believers in Thessalonica: "...having re-ceived the word in much affliction, with joy of the Holy Spirit, so that you became examples to all in Macedonia and Achaia who believe" (vv. 6b-7). The followers had become role models themselves!

What positive legacy did the Thessalonians leave behind? "For from [the Thessalo-nians] the word of the Lord has sounded forth, not only in Macedonia and Achaia, but also in every place. Your faith toward God has gone out, so that we do not need to say anything" (v.8). Their faith toward God even amid persecution and af-fliction had a positive impact to the believers in that region.

Dearly beloved, it's true that in whatever station in life we occupy, we're role mo-dels, either positively or negatively. We can neither hide nor run away from it. So, by the grace of God, let us follow godly role models and eventually become godly role models. – Pastor Peter
