What's Our Growth Chart?
“Grow in the grace and knowledge of our Lord and Saviour Jesus Christ” (2 Peter. 3:18)
When I make home visit of members with little kids, I usually find growth charts pasted either on the wall or one of the doors. Parents would relate to me the ex-citement in plotting their kid's growth.

"Every few months," Jennifer Schuldt, a devotional writer with Radio Bible Class, writes, "my husband and I place our children against the door and pencil a mark just above their heads." She is amazed to realise that her daughter grows 10 cm (4 inches) in one year. That door becomes so precious to her that she writes, "If my family ever moves from the house where we live now, I want to unhinge the pantry door to take it with me! That door is special because it shows how my children have grown over the years."

As parents are joyous to gauge the physical growth of their children, do we have a spiritual growth chart? And are we excited to chart our spiritual growth?

The apostle Peter is both concerned and excited about believers' growth chart. Realising the presence of scoffers challenging the reality of the fulfilment of Christ's Return, Peter writes to "stir up [our] pure minds by way of reminder" (2 Pet. 3:1).

How to detect and combat such scoffing and false teaching must have been fore-most in the minds of the believers. The apostle Peter understands our concerns. Hence, at the outset of his letter, he urges us, "...giving all diligence, add to your faith virtue, to virtue knowledge, to knowledge self-control, to self control perseve-rance, to perseverance godliness, to godliness brotherly kindness, and to brotherly kindness love" (1:5-7). The word "add" gives us the idea of "piling one above the other," beginning with faith and work all the way to sacrificial love.

He then goes on to encourage us by giving us the reasons for making such an effort. "For if these things are yours and abound, you will be neither barren nor un-fruitful in the knowledge of our Lord Jesus Christ, for he who lacks these things is shortsighted, even to blindness, and has forgotten that he was purged from his old sins" (vv.8-9).

However, such a consistent and laborious step-by-step growth in knowledge of our Lord and Saviour Jesus Christ isn't quite appealing to many. We prefer spot and fast-food type of gaining knowledge to grow. Do we not read sections we like to know rather than the whole instruction manual when we purchase a new equip-ment? In spiritual matters, such an approach is risky and detrimental.
Realising the significance in our spiritual growth, the apostle Peter, in concluding his letter, reminds and urges us, "You therefore, beloved, since you know these things beforehand, beware lest you also fall from your own steadfastness, being led away with the error of the wicked; but (continue to) grow in the grace and knowledge of our Lord and Saviour Jesus Christ" (3:18).--Pastor Peter
