The Great Expectation 

“But you shall receive power when the Holy Spirit has come upon you; and you shall be witnesses to Me in Jerusalem, and in all Judea and Samaria, and to the end of the earth” (Acts 1:8).
After Jesus’ resurrection, His last instruction to His eleven apostles before He ascended to heaven was ‘an expectation of great things from God’. He told them to wait upon the Holy Spirit to empower and equip them to be witnesses of His glory and the power of the Gospel. They were not disappointed. They had the expectation of God’s power and His presence. Subsequently they became mighty men of God because of their belief and obedience. 
They made a tremendous impact in the society, Acts 17:6b, “These who have turned the world upside down have come here too.” Wherever they went, they shared the Gospel with immense zeal and commitment that spreaded far and wide. 

The Bible is the book that we wholly trust. We believe it is the living Word of God. It is our expectation that God will never let us down but fulfils whatever He promise. As what He had done in the past, He will continue to do today and tomorrow for our God never changes.
The apostle Paul uses the agricultural illustration to show us a significant Gospel truth in 1 Corinthians 9:10, “Or does He speak certainly and entirely for our sakes? [Assuredly} it is written for our sakes, because the plowman ought to plow in hope, and the thresher ought to thresh in expectation of partaking of the harvest” (AMP Bible). Would a farmer continue to plow the soil and sow the seeds if he is not ex-pecting any growth? He diligently continues his hard work with expectation of a good harvest. He knows and believes that his toil will not be in vain. 
He who puts his trust in the Lord Jesus believes that God’s Word is ever the truth. His Word gives us the expectation of what is to come and assures that our expectation will not fail us. I like what Frank Bolies says, “No one can look at a pine tree in winter without knowing that spring will come again in due time”

One of the Christian expectations is the certainty of Jesus’ second coming. Paul encourages us with these words in Philippians 3:20-21, “For our citizenship is in heaven, from which we also eagerly wait for the Saviour, the Lord Jesus Christ,  who will transform our lowly body that it may be conformed to His glorious body, according to the working by which He is able even to subdue all things to Himself”.
For every Christian, as a citizen of heaven, he ought to look forward to the day to see Jesus face to face and the transformation of a corruptible body into a glorious incorruptible body. 
How about you, my dear friends? Is your expectation of life merely to live and let die attitude? Come to Jesus for He is your great expectation. Do not delay or doubt. He is waiting for you, to give you hope and a purpose in life.  – Pr Lawrence Chan
